	Caistor Outdoor Pursuit staff are to tour the track with participants at the beginning of the activity, indicating slow corners and other likely collision sites.  Drivers or riders are assessed during single laps to ensure they have adequate control of the machine prior to being allowed solo track time.  In the event of a collision, Caistor Outdoor Pursuit staff will bring all vehicles to a stop and rebuild the perimeter barrier prior to vehicles restarting.
